Commission board discussed the option of
facilitating your request for a needs assessment regarding the islands recreation
facilities, programs and present locations of programs.

In 2008 the QCI Rec. Coordinator, Karen McMurray, wrote in her April/May
report that the current needs assessment was taking a significant amount of time and
negatively impacting her current workload. By August 2008 it was acknowledged by
SQCRD Chief Administrator, John Holland, that the needs assessment would make more

headway by pursuing this by means of an unbiased contractor and not the QCI Rec.
Coordinator,

After the QCI Rec. board discussion on February 11" we all agreed that
consideration should be given to hiring an outside contractor with expertise in this area,
If this direction is agreeable QCi Rec. is willing to administrate and hire a contractor for
the project. We recognize that locating funds for this study would be the next step as
QCI Rec. does not have additional funds in its budget for such endeavours.

We have suggested that the Ministry should undertake preventative maintenance In the

f shoreline protection in this area as erosion is coming within 1-3 meters of Beach/Alliford Bay Road along

Sandspit's shoreline; however, the responses we have recsived to date is that the they do not undertake

preventative maintenance and will address erosion issues when they become a problem. MIMC feels that the
Ministry's reactive

management practices are short sighted and may cause serious issues as storm activity and
sea levels rise as a result of global cimate change.

2. Canada Post Mail Service: you are all aware of the ongoing struggle o reinstate alr madl service 1o Haida
Gwall, The last letter that MIMC sent was to the Prime Minister, in late summer, to date we have received no
response. We hope that the Regional Board will continue its work 1o pressure the Canadian Government on this
file. As local government letter writing has been unsuccessful to date perhaps the RD could utilize its new website
for advocacy by providing a m

echanism for residents to submit tastimonials on unresolved issues that have been
deemed of regional importance.

3. Recreational Infrastructure:

we would like to thank the directors that jointed our Chair at the UBCM 1o talk
with the Minister of Environment

about the lack of maintenance at campsites and the lack of investmant in
recreational infrastructure on Noeth Moresby island. Despite that meeting and numerous requests from MIMC
there has still been no maintenance work done at the Grey Bay and Sheldon’s Bay recreation sites since 2007, as
such the sites have fallen into a state of disrepair. We hope that you will continue to advocate for investment in

The Climate Action Charter ties into the first topic. New LEED gold facilities should aid the process of
bacoming carbon neutral, Th

ere is a need for clarification of what communities have really committed to
by signing the charter. A better understanding of carbon neutral is essential, along with education on the
measurement process and calculations for determining carbon offsets. How does new industry ina
community play into the equation? What things can communities do to create carbon credits?

There is a need for education on why

services such as the Northern Health Authority are paying the
carbon tax on energy purchases plu

S paying for carbon offsets, but are not eligible for grants for capita}
upgrades in the same manner as communities and regional districts. The Northermn Health Authority will
pay approximately $800,000 for carbon offsets for 2010, This is money that could and should be used to
provide health services to taxpayers in the Northern Health Region rather than being used to implement
the governments Carbon Neutral policies,

LEED Gold Hospital Capital Projects:

WHEREAS the Provincial LEED Gold standard has been instituted province wide for
construction of public infrastructure and is applicable to construction of new medical
facilities, including hospitals and residential care facilities,

AND WHEREAS the LEED Gold standard is designed to make these facilities more

cnergy and cost effective and can add an additional 3% to 10% to the capital cost of these
facilities.

AND WHEREAS the Regional Hospital Boards and their local tax payers contribute 40%

towards the capital cost of new facilities but gain no direct benefit from the LEED Gold
standard as its results contribute only to operating costs.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the NCLGA and UBCM lobby the Province of

Division 4 of the Community Charter provides the conditions under which a parcel tax
can be imposed for a given service, The SQCRD has a parcel tax for the Sandspit Water

system and is therefore is required to undertake a process to confirm and authenticate the
roll each year,

This process includes producing the roll, advertising where the public can view the roll,
as well as the process for making a written complaint in regard to the following:

(a) there is an error or omission respecting a name or address on the parcel tax
roll;

(b) there is an emror or omission respecting the inclusion of a parcel;

(c) there is an error or omission respecting the taxable area or the taxable frontage
of a parcel;

(d) an exemption has been improperly allowed or disallowed.



Once the roll has been available for public review and written complaints have been
reccived the Collector may amend the roll accordingly. In some circumstances the
complaints will be referred to the Roll Review Panel for decision. The final step is to

have the roll formally authenticated by certificate signed by the majority of its members
of the review panel.

COST AND BUDGET IMPLICATIONS:

Staff recommend that there be no director remuneration approved for this meeting as it
will be held in conjunction with the regular monthly Board meeting.

CONCLUSION:

The Parcel Tax Roll Review Panel process is a legislative requirement and as such will
